The Goodyear City
Council decided Monday
to enact an Agricultural
Protection Ordinance
that will help preserve
farmland south of Luke
Air Force Base.

The ordinance doesn't mean the city
will be buying farmland to prevent
homes from encroaching on the base,
but the city will be able to work with
landowners to purchase “conservation
easements” that will protect the area:
The ‘ordinancealso opens the door for
the city to obtain federal funding for
the easements.
