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Ask Scott Brubaker about ... his
F-16 flight. Talk about celebrating
the big 4-0 in style. The senior vice
president of marketing and sales
for the Arizona Diamondbacks flew
an F-16 fighter jet a week before
his birthday in March. Brubaker
was able to fly the $30 million jet
because he’s a member of the
Fighter Country Partnership, a
civilian advisory board for Luke Air Force Base.
“Membership has its privileges,” he joked. Brubaker
said the serious part of his advisory-board job is to
ensure the base remains open and is not encroached
upon by developers. “Luke is way too important, not
only for our economy, but for national security,” he
said.
