Luke Air Force Base’s mission is to train the world’s finest F-16 pilots and crew chiefs while providing agile combat support for air and space expeditionary forces.  Luke has trained more than 51,000 pilots since 1941.  On average, 250 Luke members are deployed in support of Operation Enduring Freedom and other expeditionary requirements around the world.

Luke conducts more than 10,000 flight operations monthly and trains more than 1,000 pilots and more than 900 crew chiefs annually.  Fifty-one percent of F-16 pilots and 100 percent of F-15E and A-10 aircrews trained on the Barry M. Goldwater Range.  Almost all F-16 pilots and 100 percent of A-10 pilots in Kosovo trained on the Goldwater Range.  All active-duty F-16 pilots flying over Afghanistan were trained at Luke.
