FACT SHEET - HOW TO DO BUSINESS WITH THE USAF AND LUKE AFB

HINT  #1 - Register with the DoD Central Contractor Registration (CCR) program. You must be registered, and if now registered, reregister on the anniversary of your  registration, to receive a contract award in excess of $2,500.00. To register, bring up http://ccr.edi.disa.mil. CCR will also help you to obtain a DUNS number and a CAGE Code number.   

HINT #2 - Government VISA card. Products and services of $2,500 or less are purchased with the Government VISA card by government personnel that do not work for the 56th Contracting Squadron. A cardholder list is available through  http://www.luke.af.mil. Just click on the 56th Fighter Wing, go to Freedom of Information Act Requests, then enter the Electronic Reading Room and click on the Luke GPC cardholders list.   

HINT #3 – Become acquainted with government websites. The purchase of products, services and construction is normally accomplished through electronic websites.  We no longer maintain bidders mailing lists, but depend on offerors to download solicitations and respond electronically with the  information requested. Soon, we will be able to send construction electronically;  if you are interested in the solicitation,  just download it and respond accordingly.  Any questions?
