Blazon.  On a disc per bend Sable and Azure, sinister chief field garnished of the second, issuing 
from sinister chief three lightning bolts converging bend sinisterwise Or, overall and issuing from 
sinister a stylized roaring Jaguar’s head of the third, teeth, muzzle, and inner ear Argent, shaded 
and spotted of the first; all within a narrow border Yellow. 
 
Attached above the disc, a Blue scroll edged with a narrow Yellow border and inscribed 
“JAGUARS” in Yellow letters.  
 
Attached below the disc, a Blue scroll edged with a narrow Yellow border and inscribed “756TH 
AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE SQ” in Yellow letters. 
 
 
Motto. Jaguars. 
 
 
Significance.  Ultramarine blue and Air Force yellow are the Air Force colors.  Blue alludes to the 
sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations.  Yellow refers to the sun and the excellence 
required of Air Force personnel.  The background indicates the Squadron’s day and night 
capabilities.  The lightning bolts are symbolic of the maintenance units, which provide sortie-
capable aircraft in the required numbers--on time, safely and in proper configuration to support the 
parent wing’s mission.  The jaguar is the symbol of the unit which possesses the aggressive and 
powerful nature of the great cat.

On 17 July 2002, the 756th Aircraft Maintenance Squadron was constituted.  On 27 September
