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Time to withdraw natural-gas storage proposal

 It's good that Arizona Public Service Co. and El Paso Natural Gas Corp. have withdrawn their opposition to
legislation sponsored by Rep. John Nelson. But it's only.a small step. Nelson’s bill to ban the storage of
natural gas in underground salt caverns near Luke Air Force Base was prompted by EI Paso’s proposal to
store nearly 10 billion cubic feet of gas. West Valley cities, Maricopa County and Lukeall have cited
legitimate security and safety fears — not to mention the possible death knell for Luke in the next round of
base closings — were the Copper Eagle storage facility built. Nelson’s bill is still necessary to keep
compiling the record against the storage. Regrettably, El Paso is mum on whether it'll seek approval for its
storage project with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, a body that trumps state law. El Paso

should listen to the people and cancel its project.
