Senate Bill 1393

Senate Bill (S.B.) 1393 is a technical correction bill to the provisions of S.B. 1525.  

What S.B. 1393 does:
· Clarifies the definition of “clear zone" to ensure it is only applicable to the main military runway(s) and does not include civilian or ancillary runway(s).

· Clarifies the definition of “Military Airport” so that it accurately defines a military airport and does not include any other flying operations.

· School Districts are included in the definition of political subdivisions for purposes of this section.  This addition is to ensure schools are located in areas consistent with military airport operations for safety purposes.  This provision was thought to have been addressed in S.B. 1525, but an Attorney General ruling determined that the language was not properly drafted to include schools.  This revision is intended to rectify that oversight.

· Changes the term “particular” to “individual” in relation to compatible uses within the High Noise and Accident Potential Zones.  This change is intended to encourage more communication between political subdivisions and military airports and would allow a military base to comment on all individual uses and not restrict comment to particular uses.

· Clarifies the chart so that uses not listed are presumed to be non-compatible and to reiterate that a use shall not preclude a determination of compliance if the political subdivision and the military airport mutually agree that the use is consistent with the high noise or accident potential of the military airport.

· Clarifies footnotes referenced in the chart so they are consistent and accurately reflective of the necessary compatibility measures.

· Clarifies legislative intent regarding sound attenuation for developments located near a military airport.
